The new beer is light with a hint of fruit, 4.2 ABV and was launched at
the Ashton Arms, Oldham’s real ale pub, in Clegg Street. 
It was the centrepiece of a special night in aid of Dr Kershaw’s Hospice,
which included a special raffle, and was also entered for the Shovell’s
Beer Festival in Blackpool.

It was standing room only at Oldham Parish Church for the annual
Oldham Evening Chronicle Festival of Carols held in aid of Dr
Kershaw’s Hospice, which raised a total of £563.
Traditional carols such as “The First Noel” and “O Come, All Ye
Faithful” were sung, with Les Garner playing the organ and bella soprano

October 2008 saw us celebrate the Lottery’s 5th Anniversary and
with your help it has raised a massive £678,395, which is ploughed
straight back into the Hospice for the care of the patients.  
We currently have 4,736 members in play who each pay £1 per number
per week to support the Hospice and we are continually trying to increase
this.

We also have Round Collectors like Connie Nuttall ( p i c t u red front page),
who collects Lottery payments every week from her friends and
neighbours at their weekly bingo evening.  Connie also celebrated her 90th
Birthday in October, so I think we have some catching up to do!!!  
S i m i l a r l y, we have collectors like Christine Crossfield who is a Scheme
Manager and runs a syndicate at her local Sheltered Housing scheme in
Chadderton.  Christine has been with us since day one, and is happy to
say that they have had several wins including the first prize of £1,000.
There are also several newsagents in the local community who kindly
collect for us as people go in to pay for their newspapers.  
Post Offices are the centre of our community and again we have several
post offices that act as pay points allowing members of the community to
pay for their lottery as they post their mail and buy their stamps. Wi t h o u t
the help of all our Round Collectors who collect at Coffee Mornings or
Bingo events, Newsagents, Post Offices, our Hospice Shops and other
businesses within our local community we couldn’t raise the funds that we
do, their support is invaluable to us.

You can join as an individual, or by setting up a syndicate, or
collecting at your weekly coffee morning.  Are you a local business
that is interested in allowing us to promote our weekly lottery to your
staff. We can also set up weekly or monthly payments through your
payroll.  Our draw is run every Friday, 52 weeks of the year. We have
a weekly Jackpot winner of £1,000 and 5 runner-up prizes of £50.  You
can pay by cash or by cheque, postal order, or standing order. We have
also introduced credit/debit card payment facilities, which makes
joining the lottery even easier.
